So that's what this article is all about: tkal meaning of all those theatrical terms you'll Heandied about in amateur and
professional theatres throughout the English-spegkiorld.

Eternity
The time that passes between a dropped cue amexhéne.

Prop
A hand-carried object small enough to be lost baetor 30 seconds before it is needed on stage.

Director
The individual who suffers from the delusion thatdr she is responsible for every moment of briticited by the critic in
the local review.

Blocking
The art of moving actors on the stage in such anetaas not to collide with the walls, the furnituttee orchestra pit or each
other. Similar to playing chess, except that thensawant to argue with you.

Blocking Rehearsal
A rehearsal taking place early in the productidmesitile where actors frantically write down moversemhich will be no-
where in evidence by opening night.

Quality Theatre
Any show with which you were directly involved.

Turkey
Every show with which you were not directly invotive

Dress rehearsal
Rehearsal that becomes a whole new ball game ais attempt to manoeuvre among the 49 objectdhiibatet designer
added at 7:30 that evening

Tech rehearsal

The rehearsal when everything that was supposbkd tibne weeks before finally comes together alasteminute; reaches
its grand climax on dress rehearsal night whenuooss rip, a dimmer pack catches fire and the dird@s a nervous break-
down.
