The release of this book
coincided with our production of Parramatta
Girls and is a real life account of what went
on in this so-called home for wayward girls,
which wasn't closed until the mid 70's.
Sharryn Killens, a former inmate of the
Parramatta Girls Home, and Lindsay Lewis,
are co-authors of this fascinating insight into
how young women were stripped of their
dignity and brainwashed into believing they
were worthless.
