Most are decided by the three adjudicators who have seen
all shows during the year, have been given judging guidelines and who come together at the end of the year
to make nominations and then decide awards such as Best Actor, Best Lighting Design, etc, together. Each
of the adjudicators also decides on an individual Adjudicator’'s Award. This award is specifically an encour-
agement award, in recognition of excellence in a category not otherwise specified. The “backstage” awards
are decided by Committee members with input from each of the directors. There are no nominations for
these awards, just the announcement of the award winners. And finally the President’'s Award is decided by
the President and awarded to someone who has made considerable contributions to the theatre during the

year.
