Angus McAdam (Knocka) father of the groom  
(Male, salt of the earth, 44-65 yrs) 

Florence McAdam (Florrie)  mother of the groom 
 (Female, down to earth, 43-65 yrs) 

Father Patrick O’Shea  parish priest  
 (male 55-70 yrs, Irish Accent, sings Danny Boy 
and In Ireland, Old Ireland). Strong performer 
who can interact well with wedding guests and 
bridal party and hold the show together in case of 
mishap) 

Daryl Dunn (Dangles)  best man  
 (Male, 19-35 yrs Bright, good communicator, 
Ocker) 

Shirl bridesmaid  
 (female, 19-37 yrs, slightly tarty, good-natured 
rough diamond, down to earth Ocker) 

Astrid McAdam flower girl  
(female, 18-28 yrs, preferably of shortish stature. 
Sings Animal Crackers in My Soup, does simple 
tap dance. A precocious brat able to climb on fur-
niture and run) 
 
Guests (Invited): 

Horace McAdam (Horrie) uncle of groom and 
father of Astrid – (male, 38 – 58yrs, An excellent 
communicator who may be needed to help keep 
things going in case of mishap. Sings 3 songs in 
drunken but friendly state with guests) 

Mavis McAdam aunt of groom and wife to 
Horace – (female, 35 – 55 yrs, from Melbourne, 
more sophisticated than other women) 

Aggie McAdam  spinster cousin to the McAdams 
(female, 45 – 70 yrs, birdlike, prim and proper … 
until liaison under bridal table with Father 
O’Shea!) 
 
Guests (Uninvited): 

Bayonet a local wit and drunk (male, mid 30’s to 
late 60’s. Ocker, ability to hold the floor, move 
between tables chatting to guests and (tastefully) 
repulse everyone at the same time. 

Mutton  a local wit and drunk (same requirements 
as for Bayonet- they sing South of the Border with 
Horrie) 

Leonardo Radish  a reporter (male, 22-55 yrs. 
Worldly, superior manner, very well spoken)

ODE TO OCTOBER 

It’s 2.15am on the 18th October and I just woke up in a 
panic.  I think ‘Barb’s Bakery’ is due in today… or is it 
the 31st October.  Or am I confusing it with Halloween?  
Or the anniversary of the day the lovely Geoffrey and I 
started living together, back in 1998!!  October is a big 
month for us.  We got married on 20th October 2000.  
The first time we said those magic words to each other 
was in October 1997.  What were the magic words?  Do 
you really not know? They were… “What the hell did I 
ever see in you, ya big loser!!!”  Ah, true love.  And 
we’re moving this October.  Weird, huh. 

Anyhoo, enough about us and October, we’re here for 
recipes!!  How about some October recipes?  That 
could be fun.  Excuse me while I Google. 

Wow!!  I Googled ‘October recipes’ and it took me to a 
website that actually had a page with that very heading.  
I’ve said it before, so I shouldn’t say it again… but I will.  
I love the internet!! 

It looks to be a North American site, 
there’s a recipe for meat jerky with a 
note under the title that says ‘Dave does 
deer or elk’.  Well, Debbie does Dallas so 
everybody’s busy. 

I’m going to assume nobody wants a recipe 
for elk jerky and see what else there is.  Hmmm, on-
ion cubes, I don’t think so.  Baked Caramel Corn… now 
they’re talking!!! 
 
BAKED  CARAMEL  CORN 
 
1 cup margarine (healthy, I like that!) 
2 cups firmly packed brown sugar (there are two things I 
like firmly packed… my sugar and my men!) 
½ cup corn syrup (light or dark) 
1 teaspoon salt 
½ teaspoon baking soda (bi-carb)  
6 quarts of popped popcorn (I have no idea how much 
that is) 
 
Melt margarine and stir in sugar, syrup and salt. 
Bring to a boil, stirring constantly. 
Boil five minutes. 
Remove from heat. 
Stir in soda and vanilla. (That’s actually the first mention 
of vanilla so I don’t know how much… it’s 
usually a teaspoon, isn’t it?!?!) 
Gradually pour over corn, mixing well. 
Turn onto shallow roasting pan and bake 
at 250 º f for one hour. (120º c) 
Stir every 15 minutes. 
Remove from oven and cool. 
Makes 6 quarts. (Well, der!!!) 
 

Recommended movies to watch while eating this 
popcorn are: October Sky, The Hunt for Red October, 
Chasing October or Savage Harvest 2: October 
Blood (noice).  From what I can find there are cur-
rently two ‘October’ films in production, both due out 
next year -  The Last Night in October and Tribes of 
October.  Last year two ‘October’ series appeared.  
One from Japan called Saint October and October 
Road, an American show. 

You could play Amy Winehouse’s October Song or 
listen to By the Light of the Silvery Moon - I know … it 
has nothing to do with October but 
it’s such a good sing-a-long song! 

You could celebrate the October 
birth of Tito Jackson in 1953 or 
Bela Lugosi in 1882 or the lovely 
Vicki Smith in 1958. 

So, there’s October for you.  Al-
though this newsletter is probably 
going out in November so this is 
all irrelevant. Tough.

Michael is planning on coming 
back to Australia as he is thinking of joining the Federal Police 
as he doesn’t like the winters here and all his friends are moving 
all over Canada so he may come back there. 

We just returned from a whirl wind trip to Europe.  We stayed 
with a friend in Spain, Barcelona for 10 days, it was very hot and 
humid but the architecture in the buildings is wonderful and 
unique.  We found the people there very small, short and thin, 
we felt like giants.  Michael could not get clothes or shoes to fit 
him.  We spent 8 days staying with our Italian exchange        
student’s family in a 100 year old villa, it was magic.  We visited 
the hills of Italy which border with Switzerland so we spent a 
few hours in Switzerland too which was just breathtaking.
