What I did find was a Butterscotch Cream Pie which looks 
really good.

Butterscotch Cream Pie   

½ cup sugar 
1/3 cup hot water 
2 cups milk 
¼ cup butter 
6 tablespoons all-purpose flour 
¾ cup dark brown sugar, firmly packed 
½ teaspoon salt 
2 eggs 
1 baked pastry pie shell, 9-inch 
1 cup heavy cream, whipped and sweetened 
with about 1 tablespoon sugar 
 
Place granulated sugar in a heavy skillet. Cook 
over low heat without stirring until sugar melts 
and becomes golden brown. Remove from heat. 
Slowly add the 1/3 cup hot water. Cook without 
stirring until sugar is dissolved. 
Add milk; heat to the boiling point, but do not 
boil. 
In the top of a double boiler over boiling water, 
melt ¼ cup butter; remove from heat. Add the 
flour, brown sugar and salt. Beat in eggs and the 
milk mixture. Return to heat and continue cook-
ing over boiling water, stirring constantly, until 
thickened. Cover and cook for an additional 10 
minutes, stirring occasionally. Cool to room tem-
perature; pour into baked pastry.  Allow to cool, 
then decorate as desired.

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�‘Night, Mother Revisted  
 

As I write this we are about to have our final performance of ‘Night Mother.  The play has been very positively 
received by the audience and provoked strong responses. 
 

Audience members were impressed by the realistic set dressed by Lyn Laister and Kim Ryan.  Some enjoyed 
watching a cocoa made on a working stovetop or seeing functional plumbing or wondered how we got the clock 
to stop or changed stations on the radio in perfect timing with Jessie’s movements.  Many comments were made 
about the attic ladder and watching Jessie (Janine Evans) disappear ‘upstairs’.  Well done to everyone who helped 
in the design, building and dressing of the set – your efforts really paid off. 
 

Many audience members spoke afterwards about their feelings as the play built to its climax.  Some hoped that 
someone would come to the house and stop Jessie.  Others thought that Jessie would stop when Mama said the 
right thing, or that Mama would kill herself in her desperation to stop Jessie.  Alternately, some thought that Jessie 
was doomed from the beginning and found watching her last hours fascinating. 
 

Regardless of what they thought, most were very moved by the performances of Barb and Janine.  As the director 
I didn’t find Jessie’s death or Mama’s response as moving as the audience.  The shock of the death (despite its 
inevitability) was gone and I think the play is so well written we would have found it difficult not to make the last 
moments moving. Where I think Janine and Barb excelled was in the little glances, smiles and moments of still-
ness that they played with such empathy.  It was compelling to watch. 
 

With suicide as a central theme, ‘Night Mother is not a play that can be said to be “enjoyed”.  However it has been 
a privilege to be part of a play that so many people have found so profoundly moving.  To hear audience members 
talk about how it has made them rethink how people can be lonely in company or it has affected the way they 
think about their family or how they are going to take more time with friends has been very rewarding. 
 

In closing I would once again like to thank Beaumaris Theatre for the opportunity to direct a challenging play 
with them. Beaumaris is one of the best companies in Melbourne for combining a strong sense of welcome and 
community with a great variety of theatre each year.  It is a great company to be a part of.

Barb Stewart as Thelma 
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Our History 
In 2003 Cheryl Threadgold was commissioned to write a show 
for us to celebrate our 50 years as a theatre company.  In doing 
this she extensively researched our history, for which we are 
very grateful.  We know that our theatre’s origins were in an 
attic at Talbot House in Cromer Rd Beaumaris, the home of 
Angela and Bill Martin.  Angela and Bill had emigrated from 
England in 1939 to a somewhat culturally barren Melbourne.  
With friends they decided to start a theatre group and put on 
performances in an attic above the house. They started with two 
shows in 1953, and grew to five in 1957.  We learned from a 
luncheon we organised in 2003, attended by several of the 
original members including Angela, that there was a great deal 
of social life attached to the group.  We are glad to say that we 
continue this tradition today, though we cannot claim to have 
had Margaret Rutherford in our swimming pool as they did!   
 

Later a theatre was built at this current site, but it wasn’t the 
large area we see now.  It was the area at the back, which we 
now call The Club Rooms.  Almost 50 years ago to the day, on 
Saturday 26th April 1958, As Long as They’re Happy was the 
first show performed here in Wells Rd.  While shows were per-
formed out there on the tiny stage, this area was designed and 
built by the group.  As we have used this theatre, carried out 
maintenance and updated aspects of it, we have come to real-
ise just how well planned it was and what a lot of work went into 
it – a tremendous effort for the time. 
 

To remind us a little more of our past we are very pleased to 
have a number of people who have been involved with Beau-
maris Theatre through the years.  They have kindly agreed to 
share one or two stories each from their time at Beaumaris.   
They are Michael Coultas, one of our Life Members who was 
involved in the early days of Talbot House; Cheryl Threadgold, 
who first appeared at Beaumaris in 1959; David Stephens, who 
returned to Beaumaris last year in Deathtrap, playing Porter 
Milgram in our Anonymous Theatre show for 2007; Dorothy 
Peden, who was a Talbot Awards judge for us in 2005, after her 
long involvement with Beaumaris in previous years; Steve Mul-
holland, who was very involved with Beaumaris for many years 
until the 1990s in a multitude of roles; and Barb Stewart, who is 
another person who was a child star at Beaumaris, appearing at 
age 7 on stage here and in many shows since. 
 

To Turn To The Present 
The past 6 years, and the past 4 under the current committee in 
particular, have been years of ongoing improvements.  I have 
no idea what the toilet arrangements were when the first plays 
were put on here in the clubrooms, but for about 46 years the 
actors had to do a “toilet run” to use the facilities in the foyer 
once the audience went in, until we got a council grant to get a 
new toilet built out the back.  Not glamorous but absolutely es-
sential!  The next big project was building the bio-box here be-
hind me.  There are several people here today who have had 
“the pleasure” of operating lights and sound from the old box – 
not being able to see all of the stage, freezing in winter, melting 
in summer, having to climb up a very precarious ladder to get 
into it.  The new box is heaven in comparison, and I want to 
thank Max Mander again very sincerely for all the work he did 
for us to get it planned, built and finished, as well as Bayside 
Council for the grant.  The foyer has been redecorated over the 
past 2 years, and we now have effective heating and cooling in 
the foyer and auditorium.  Our next project is to get a shipping 
container for extra storage – long overdue! 
 

Every theatre company needs to ensure it remains relevant to 
its community and the times.  We hope and think that this is 
what we do.  The Bayside area is diverse in its makeup, and we 
plan shows each year that try to take this into account and that 
will attract a wide range of people to our doors.  Remaining fi-
nancial is essential, but we are now in a position to “take risks” 
with the shows we put on, and to critical acclaim.  Our shows for 
2008 reflect our efforts - The Day of the Triffids, ’Night, Mother, 
Bedside Manners - our Anonymous Theatre show this year, 
Anne of Green Gables our family show,  and our Xmas show 
The Farndale Avenue Housing Estate Townswomen’s Guild 
Dramatic Society’s Production of ‘A Christmas Carol’. 
 

 We are now a Community theatre, involved in many activities 
other than just producing shows.  We provide drama classes for 
children.  We have a mentoring program available, and have 
run classes in lighting operation and other facets of theatre. We 
pride ourselves on encouraging new talent, not only with actors 
but with stage managers, front of house managers, and direc-
tors – people like Tim Long and Shane Ryan made their directo-
rial debuts here at Beaumaris.  We have supported organisa-
tions like the Richmond Fellowship to stage a production by 
young people with mental health issues; fundraising activities 
for East Timor and blanket collections for the homeless through 
our mailing list; and involvement in a new initiative of the 
Bendigo Bank to look at ways of improving a sense of commu-
nity in the Beaumaris area.  We are strengthening ties with 
other theatre companies in several ways.   
 

We have developed a reputation as being a warm, welcoming 
place where people can come to see a high standard of theatre, 
as well as have fun and feel it is their theatre.  Most importantly 
we believe it is people that are the essential elements in keep-
ing a theatre company going and ensuring its success.  Looking 
around the room here today I see so many people who contrib-
ute in so many ways to this theatre company, and without whom 
we would not be able to continue.  And one of those people is 
David Bowler, who is the designer of the wonderful new logo 
that we are launching today, and I do need to take this opportu-
nity to thank him publically for all he has done.  As with all logos 
this was a long time in the development, as David had to ac-
commodate the views of a committee of 11 strongly opinionated 
people, but our ideas of providing a high standard of theatre as 
an integral part of the community around us is reflected in the 
theatre masks, the slogan “Theatre For All”, and the colours – 
the blue of the sky and sea, the orange of the beach and sand 
of the red bluff cliffs, and a strong corporate colour reflecting 
that we are well organized and established.  It has a modern, 
cool look that epitomizes what we think Beaumaris Theatre is 
today.  There are two versions of it, with different uses.   
 

We think it will stand us in good stead as we travel into the fu-
ture, developing this theatre in new directions to remain relevant 
to an ever changing world where there are so many more de-
mands on the time of our audiences.  But we know theatre 
plays an essential role in allowing ideas to be explored, artists 
to express their creativity and people to join with each other to 
have fun and entertain others. 
 

So thank you all for sharing with us this special occasion.  I 
hope you have enjoyed the festivities today, that you will stay a 
little longer to chat and have some more tea, that you will come 
back to see our shows this year and in the future, and that you 
will join us for our 100th anniversary in 2053.
